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People produce papers 
fo r panicked pupils

Denver, (CPS)—A ghost-writ­
ing company, started in Denver 
and extended to munerous cam­
puses nationwide, expects to sell 
more than $100,000 worth of term 
papers, masters' theses, and doc­
t o r a l  d i s s e r t a t i o n s  d u r ­
i ng  t h i s  a c a d e m i c  y e a r .

The company. Research and 
E d u c a t i o n a l  Associates, Ltd. 
(REA), was formed in Denver last 
Feb. 1 and already has 500 student 
clients.

If all goes well, REA'sfoimders 
e x p e c t  to double or even triple 
their expansion before the third 
a c a d e m i c  quarter begins next 
spring. Moreover, they see in ac- 
demic ghostwriting a b a s e  for a 
multimillion d o l l a r  business in 
providing information and literary 
services.

REA i s a limited stock com­
pany with five y o u t h f u l  share­
holders. The research and writing 
is supervised by Larry Groeger, 
20, an undergraduate philosophy 
m a j o r  at Denver's Metropolitan 
State College. A c c o r d i n g  to 
G r o e g e r ,  "This year REA will 
offer th e  first nationwide aca­
demic ghost-writing service. " 

Recruiting an expert staff is 
no problem, Groeger says  , be­
cause so many w ell-educ a t ed 
persons can't find jobs, he simply 
advertises for ghos t s  in the help 
wanted colinnns of local papers.

Cus t ome r s  are plentiful in 
most colleges. Clients are easily 
attracted through newspaper and 
business cards,. st

REA says that a client needn't 
sign a contract, and that the com^ 
pany doesn't p e r m i t  clients to 

remain dissatisfied— particularly 
since the value of word-of-mouth

says that REA guarantees absolute 
secxnity of its records and anony­
mity for its clients.

Dr. F r e d e r i c k  P. Thieme, 
p r e s i d e n t  of the University of 
Colorado, makes the observation, 
"It's a sad and lamentable thing," 
he says. "Apparently we've over 
emphasized the importance o f a 
degree. "

Students who buy papers are 
"cheating t h e m s e l v e s ,  " Dr. 
Thieme says. He promises tighter 
policing o f papers at his univer­
sity, but he doubts that he could 
a c t  against REA. "I don't think 
there's any i l l e g a l i t y  in what 
they are doing. "

Groeger w o u l d n ' t  say how 
much REA pays its writers, but it 
charges i ts  clients $3 to  $4 per 
page, depending on the subject's 
difficulty and th e  research re­
quired. For that price the student 
gets a technically correct rough 
d r a f t ,  complete with footnotes 
and bibliography.

REA's typical c l i e n t s  are 
sincere persons who haven't been 
given proper preparation by t h e 
university and who find professors' 
requirements u n r e a s o n a b l e ,  
Groeger says. Only about 10 per 
cent are "looking for a quick easy 
w ay to get out of doing their 
school work , " he added, " and 
usually they're rich kids. "

Even rich kids run short of 
cash occasionally, but REA has 
thought o f that too. Very soon, 
they'llbe able to buy their ghost­
written papers t h r o u g h  Bahk-  
Americard or Master Charge.

Rev. Daryl S c h e n d e l ,  a 
Nazarene missionary on furlough 
from New Guinea, delivered the 
26th annual Mangum Missionary 
Lectures Feb. 2,3, and 4 during 
chapel. Rev. and Mrs. Schendel 
and their children are presently 
m a k i n g  a t ou r  of  Nazarene 
churches around the comitry.

The Schendels have been in 
New Guinea, the second largest 
island i n the world, for 5 years. 
New Guinea, situated just north 
of Australia, is i n h a b i t e d  by 
10,000 tribes of very primitive 
people with 700 distinct and un­
related languages. The great ma­
jority of them have never heard 
the Gospel.

S c h e n d e l h o p e s  to facilitate 
transportation of s u p p l i e s  -by 
building a n o t h e r  air strip near 
their present home as soon as he 
returns to New Guinea.

The concluding lecture foc­
ussed o n the traditions and cus­
toms of the natives of New Guinea. 
The people are small in  stature 
and  have Negro f e a t u r e s  and 
brown ^ in . Rev. Schendel dis- 
cussedtheir p r i m i t i v e  homes, 
diet, division of labor, marriage 
customs, and  ancestor worship. 
He told of his evangelistic efforts 
to bring the Gospel truths to these 
people and urged his listeners to 
pray fervently for the missionary 
work in New Guinea.

She said thatMrs. Nixon, who 
w as ve ry  gracious and friendly 
greeted everyone personally and 
chattedabitwitheachone.

Although humble and little, he 
is now Professor of Philosophy at 
NY State College and an Advisor 
at the new international World 
College on Long Island, which is 
co-sponsored b y the United Na­
tions).

As e v i d e n c e d  by his talk 
Thursday night. Dr. Chakravarty 
believes in the U.N. as a means 
of cooperation between people 
who love and are concerned about
themselyqs*«J|i)Mt|AttliM^^MH&
world, e tc ., i .e . humans. He 
asserted that the present wor ld 
hunger problem is notone of lack 
of food resources; it is, he said, 
a problem of distribution ofwha 
c a n  be produced to the hungaiy

Indians rather than to the oceans.
Paraphrasedly, D r . Chakra­

varty said that the U. N. can help 
a needy country in the name of 
all c o u n t r i e s  even though one 
country may actually b e giving 
all the help. Oh, by the way, 
don't just stuff it in theirmouths 
either: they might have worms. 
And when you share the medicine, 
sha re  the worth of hiunan life, 
too, because i f  they don't have 
anything to live | ot, they won't 
live anyway.

D r. Chakravarty contended 
that the U.N. can be an effective 
force in establishing human rights 

all h um a n s .  For example,fo r
Calcutta, India (which has a ter­
rific pollution prob l em ) has no 
right to pollute my skies j u s t  as 
the beloved NNC smokestack has 
no r i g h t to dirty the skies of the 
free Bengla-desh. This is nice to 
say, truly; Dr. Chakravarty stated 
that theU.N. isapractical means 
to actualize such concepts.

He s a i d  much else, but you 
should have come.

Oh, yes; Major General Indar 
JitRikhye who is chairman of the 
International Peace Keeping Com­
mittee of the Un i t e d  Nations, 
w h i c h  is devoted to developing 
p e a c e f u l  change in our world, 
will be on the NNC campus next 
Thiusday, Feb. 17.

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Excitement of Jesus People

From Maine t» California, a 
new word is being proclaimed 
with enthusiastic fervor: "Jesus!" 
The young  and not-so-young, 
established churchgoer and free­
form worshipper are being caught 
up in a tidal wave of evangelical 
excitement about a new way o f 
life. At the center of this move­
ment are the teachings of a man 
who lived nearly 2000 years ago. 
That man was Jesus Christ and 
his commandment to "Love onf 
another " is fast becoming a phil­
osophy of life for p e o p l e  in 
America and the world.

The Jesus movement, as we 
know it today, has a t t r a c t e d  
national attention only recently 
althou^its advocates have been 
wo r k i n g  among young people 
since the early 1960's. Riots on 
college campuses and the Viet 
Nam w ar overshadowed the ef­
forts of those dedicated to peace 
on earth. When the energy spent 
on these issues had died down,  
the youth in colleges looked for 
a new cause; it  was then thatthe 
Jesus r e v o l u t i o n  c a u ^ t on. 
Reaching epidemic proportions, 
the movement was viewed as just 
another fad tmtil the longevity 
of this '^ad" revealed more than 
just another idealistic bandwagon 
to lide on.

The young people behind the

practicing what they preached! 
Many outsiders still do not realize 
the enthusiasm t h e s e  new con­
verts have for their new religion 
until faced with it personally.

I t e n d e d  to view the Jesus 
revolutionsom ew hat apathet­
ically. Having b e e n  raised in a 
church it seemed the movement 
was just another new cause. That 
was before the summer of 1971. 
In June of that year I was faced 
w i th  the true spirit of the Jesus 
movement when I had the priv­
ilege o f attending the "hippie" 
Chiffch of th e  Nazarene in New 
Milford, New Jersey.

New Mi l f o r d ,  New Jersey 
appc-TS as a small. New England 
type town althou^ it is actually 
part of the Boston to Washington, 
D. C. megalopolis on the East 
coast. I was traveling with a teen 
choir f r om a Denver, Colorado 
Nazarene church. We drove into 
New Mi l f o r d  on a hot, sultry 
Saturday afternoon. No one stir­
red as our big Greyhound bus 
drove down the narrowtree-lined 
streets; the air was stifling, re­
lieved only by an occasional hot 
breeze.

Ahead of the bus, I saw a 
small white steeple throu^ the 
trees. On one comer in the midst 
of a typical small town residential 
s e c t i o n  sat the New Milford 
Church of the Nazarene, a small 

imposing structure o f w h i t e
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contagious

clapboard.
While we waited to g e t off 

the bus, a swarm of college-age 
k i ds  began sticking their hands 
in the window and shaking our 
hands to welcome us. R i^ t  be­
hind them strode a tall, muscular 
man with a broad smile wearing, 
surprisingly e n o u g h ,  a clerical 
collar. We were 4» discover that 
this m an was R e v e r e n d  Paul 
Moore, the man t h a t  had built 
up the church membership from 
e i g h t  to 500 in the few shor t  
yearssince beginning hisworkin 
New Milford.

After we got off the bus and 
entered  the church, Jesus people 
^ook our hands and shou t ed ,  
"Hallelujah! " and "Prai se the 
Lord! " with true conviction that 
was easy to  see. In every crook 
and  cranny of the brdlding and 
leaning on nearly every tree were 
yormg p e o p l e  intently reading 
their Bibles, o b l i v i o u s  to the 
pandemonium of unloading going 
o n around them. On every wall 
inside were pictures, posters and 
collages all centered around one 
theme—Jesus Christ. 'Happiness 
is praising the Lord ",  declared 
one-poster, while -yet a n o t h e r  
said, "One way—Jesus Christ". 

After setting up f o r the ser­

vice, we v i s i t e d  with this dy­
namic groiqj of kids. It was plain­
ly evident they loved their Savior 
and f r i e n d ,  Jesus. Their faces 
glowed-withanewpui^ose. They 
told us about their old experiences 
with drugs sex and vague phil­
osophies. They recounted how 
frustrated they had been with all 
the e m p t i n e s s  oflifeandhow 
they tried to a n  it up -with some­
thing meaning;ful.

Then, wi t h  glowing faces, 
guys and girls alike related how 
they had come to this ch-urch on 
a himch, having heard about a 
pastor who really cared for yoimg 
kids o n a search, and how Rev­
erend Moore had told them about 
a God who r e a l l y  loved them. 
Te a r s  ailed some eyes as they 
told us how Jesus had come into 
their Hves to be their Mend. Not 
only did these people talk Jesus, 
they l i v e d  by his ideals. Their 
hospitality was far beyond their 
means as they ^ared a huge din­
ner with us and helped us prepare 
for the s e r v i c e .  Little did we 
know what was in  store for us 
that night!

We entered th e  service with 
some apprehension because we 
had heard r e p o r t s  of how the 
neighbors complained about the
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commoaon th e  kids caused in 
t h e i r  services; the local police 
kept the area around the chmch 
under constant surveillance. Kids 
we r e  everywhere—in the pews, 
on th  e floor, in the windowsills 
and on the grass o u t s i d e  . The 
church was too small to hold them 
all! As w e sang of Jesus and His 
love, tears began to roll and kids 
raised their hands and faces Hey­
ward. They shouted, they stood 
up, t h e y  rocked back and forth 
to Ihe m u s i c  ; each proclaimed 
G o d in his own way. The spirit 
of love w as so thick, one could 
have c u t  it with a k n i f e , The 
service e n d e d  on a triumphant 
note with many new kids seeking 
the peace t h a t  everyone talked 
about.

A f t e r w a r d s ,  we satin the 
basement while the New Milford 
Jesus people showed us th  e way 
they share God. They minister to 
fellow hippies with a hard rock 
band! Every Thursday n i^ t ,  their 
group called Ivlaranatha, which 
means "Jesus is c o m i n g  soon", 
ho l ds  services in the basement 
playing and singing songs of Jesus' 
l ove  in a hard rock style. With 
the v o l u m e  turned up to full 
blast, th e  group sings songs es­
pecially -written to c o n v e y  the 
message of Jesus Christ.

Every one o f the guys in the 
group h ad  played professionally 
in New York City, earning hrtn-

they play for nothing just so they 
c a n ^ r e  their new life -with their 
Mends^

The k i ds  converted throu^ 
this ministry constitute the mem­
bership of the church.

Once converted, new mem­
bers are allowed to live in a hoiKe 
adjoining the church until t h e y  
can find jobs and a place to live. 
Their e n t h u s i a s m  never dies; 
w h e t h e r  they are cleaning the 
church or sharing the gospel, they 
glow with God's love and peace. 
Their excitement about Jesus and 
His ideals often put us to shame, 
even though we h ad  been lucky 
enou^ to have been reared in a 
church I In the few shorthours we 
shared with them, their spirit of 
love never dimmed.

Finally, after m idni^t, w e 
reluctantly broke away and began 
boarding the bus to travel to our 
next stop. Ami d  the embraces 
and happy shouting, we said our 
farewells. Shouts of "Maranatha! " 
rang in our ears.

The Jesus revolution; fact or 
f i c t i o n ?  Definitely fact but so 
much more—reality^-a new way 
of life that is  practical. Not the 
momentary satisfaction of drugs 
and sex nor the emptiness of a 
r o s e c o l o r e d  phllosophybut a 
down-to-earth way of living that 
brings true peace and love enou^ 
to  share. Jesus Christ is the one 
way!! MARANATHA!!

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V isitation  a mere parade?
Tuesday evening, NNC had its first open house. Or did it? After 

considerable work in the Student Life Policy Committee, provisions 
fo r  visitation hours  in all dorms were composed, providing for a 
minimum of one and maximum of two open houses per term.

Students should consider this new policy a progressive step. Re- 
sponses  to Tuesday night's open house have been favorable, how­
ever, a few suggestions for future open houses have been suggested.

Many of the dorm r e s i d e n t s  felt it was not the type of open 
house  they expected or wanted. It was nothing new, but was just 
like the traditional Homecoming dorm parade.

Many did not wish for i t  to seem like a special event, but de­
sired an informal chance to get together and visit, listen to records, 
pop popcorn, etc. Girls wearing formals in the halls serving punch 
and candies did not make it seem like a natural or normal event.

Homecoming donn parade revisited. Nothing new.just more fre­
quent.

Some of the suggestions for future open houses were to have dif­
ferent times o f visitation for each dorm (all of the girls dorms had 
t h e i r  ope n  house at th e  same time), to have the open house on 
Sunday afternoon rather than on a night before classes, and to in­
c r e a s e  the length of visitation (many felt an hour and a half was 
too short a time).

A m aj o r i t y  suggested that future open houses be less formal. 
Another suggestion was t h a t  the dorms provide some form of noti­
fication so that everyone will be aware of the open house (word of 
mouth publicity evidently did not reach everyone).

We are confident that these suggestions were meant to be con­
strictive and not critical to the point of wishing Tuesday night had 
never happened.

"I get so tired of having to sit out there with all the other cou­

ples, and  everybody is always walking in and out I feel like I'm 
in a fishbowl. "

This is a common dilemma of NNC students. The r e  just isn't 
any place where a couple can study or just have a talk without be­
ing uncomfortable or being interrupted.

We need a place to go where we can listen to records, talk, or 
just be relatively alone with some amoimtof privacy. But there isn't 
any place like that on this campus.

The dorm lounges aren't very private. The stereo room is situ­
ated so that everyone that walks by looks in and smiles. And a 
parked car isn't the best place for a conversation, even though you 
can listen to the radio, and it's too dark to study. The l i b r a r y  is 
good for studying, but not for talking, privacy, or music.

If we could establish a p o l i c y  of open housing, it could solve 
many o f these problems. Of course there would have to be certain 
guidlines to be followed or it could also cause a lot of problems.

By open  housing, I mean that during certain established hours 
of the day, members of the opposite sex would be allowed into each 
others rooms. This would give the students a place to go where they 
could have some amount of pwivacy to study, talk, or listen to 
music.

I would suggest that the dorms be open on weekdays &om 6 p. m. 
u n t i l  dorm hours, Saturdays from 3 p. m. until dorm hours and on 
Sundays from 1 p, m. until dorm hours.

When a student goes up to a room he or she ^ould be required 
to sign in at the de^ , and to sign but when they leave.

Doors should be left open at all times.
If a program like or similar to this c o u l d  be instituted here it 

woul d  be a big step in bringing NNC abreast with the majority of 
American colleges. We are a C h r i s t i a n  college so we shouldn't 
strive to be like others, but we also shouldn't let ourselves get stale 
for lack of change. Ch a n g e  for the sake of changing is not good.

World Trustees to  take immedi­
ate a c t i o n s  "to rescue Planet 
Earth and its inhabitants from de­
struction. "

The Emergency Council on 
December 29 issued a First De­
cree fo r the Protection of life, 
s i g n e d  by 229 persons from 54 
countries, w h i c h  is to go into 
effect "as soon as it is ratified by 
groups of students and professors 
a t  200 imiversities and colleges 
in  at l e a s t  20 countries, or by 
the signatures of at least 10 mil­
l i o n  individuals i n at least 20 
countries. " The decree outlaws 
the production, installation and 
use of nuclear weapons and all 
weapons of mass destruction, and 
specifies that "officials i n gov­
ernments, th e  military forces, 
industry, scientific work, edu­
cation o r labor who may be re­
sponsible fo r  violations o f this 
decree after effective ratifica­
tion, shallbe guilty of war crimes 
and crimes against humanity. " 

The E m e r g e n c y  Council, 
whichmetatSantaBaibara, Cal­
ifornia, al so issued a "Call for 
people everywhere who recog­
nize themselves a s Citizens of 
Earth, to e lec t.. .  delegates to a 
P e o p l e s  World Parliament, to 
convene.. .not later than Janu­
ary 10, 1974. " The Parliament 
w i l l  be "organized to work full 
time for at leat 6months of each 
year, " and is directed by the Call 
" to  prepare wor l d  legislation 
dealing with the urgent problems 
confronting the people of Earth," 
which in the words of the Decree

breakdown of society, misery and 
de ath in multiple ways b efore the 
end of the century. " ^

Emergency Coimcil, as set forfii 
in  both the First Decree and the 
Call for elections to the Parlia­
ment, is the establishment of a 
Provisional World Government to 
be formed as soon as the Parlia­
ment has adopted a constitution 
for d e m o c r a t i c  federal world 
government "with a legislature 
elected by th e  people of Earth

From the New Testament, the

"Almostall prose work I have 
w r i t t e n  are biographies of the 
soul, • 'says H e r m a n n  Hess ,  
"monologues, in  which a single 
individual is observed in relation 
to the world and his own ego. " 

And that is the very foimdation 
of the novel Peter Camenzind. It 
i s simply the story of the child­
hood and early manhood of Peter 
Camenzind, a sensitive, poetic 
soul living in a small village in 
the Swiss mountains. He is sur­
rounded by Camenzinds, for with 
only a few exceptions, the popu­
lace of his village is in some way 
related to him.

Hesse's description o f these 
people and their life is as sadden­
ing and t r a g i c  as I have ever 
read. ITieir lives and actions are 
a s consistent and predictable as 
th e  seasons that dominate their

existence. Their houses are built 
at sometime in the past. As things 
went wr ong  with them each is 
patched, added to , or changed 
slightly to  adapt to the needs of 
th e  new occupants. A new roof 
here, an added room there, and 
then, in time, each is passed on 
to the next generation. Few new 
houses are built.

’ Wha t  makes this particula^i 
image stick in the m i n d ?  It is 
because Hesse c o m p a r  es t he  
houses to the people who occupy 
them. T h e i r  daily existence is 
patched, added to, and adjusted. 
When age  demands immobility 
they simply wait to pass that life 
on to the next generation.

But Peter is different, or at 
least i t seems so. He has a gift 
to write and an unusual eye for 
beauty. With the opportunity to 
go to Zurich to study, Peter gladly

leaves the world of the Camen­
zinds'audits dull ignorance. Out 
there in  that big, knowledgeable 
world he will find himself.

H is journey takes him from 
Switzerland t o Germany to Italy 
(the land of his idol, St. Francis 
ofAsisri) and to Paris. His love for 
different women is crushed by his 
own ineptitude and insensitivity.

- His one Mend -is killed in ah *
cident.

The sensitive personality that 
needs social contact turns into a 
social misfit content only when 
he is hiking in his beloved moun­
tains. In the friendship of a help­
less cripple, Boppi, whose whole 
l i f e  is p a i n  and a wheelchair, 
Peter finds what he could not find 
in a bottle of wine or his love for 
a wo m a n  or in all his writing. 
That thing is himself.'

When Boppi f i n a l l y  dies, 
Nimikon, the home of the Cam­
enzinds, draws him like a mag­
net. He is a Camenzind. He can 
be n o t h i n g  b u t  a Camenzind. 
When he left his place and tried 
to be aman of the world, he was 
at odds with the world he wanted 
to be a part of. He w a s at odds 
w i t h  his fellow m an and out of 
t une  with his soul. He is, and 
must always be Peter Camenzind.

I cannot say enough about the 
b e a u t i f u l  poetic style of Mr. 
Hesse. His d e s c r i p t i o n  of the 
Swiss c o u n t r y  s ide  w i t h  its 
mountains and valleys, its spring 
and devastating winter is so vivid 
that i t  projects the mountain air 
and odors. His s i m p l e  stra i^ t 
forward style is just plain poetic 
prose. Its m u s i c a l  beauty is a 
literary experience that must sat­
urate the senses.

In response to R o n Miller's 
c r i t i c i s m  that my letter only 
creates amimosity and emotion­
alism, I assure him my attentions 
were to  criticize principles and 
ideas, notpeople. Ibelieve lang­
uage shot^dbe spontaneous. Cul­
tural differences between indi­
viduals evidenced by the diverse 
linguistic styles lead me to be­
lieve the criterion for establishing 
w h a t  constitutes an emotionally 
toned letter is as dead an issue as 
what constitutes poor taste.

In response to the latter part 
of the letter, certainly one cannot 
e x p e c t  me to have all the an­
swers. I do not have to know the 
solutions for ending sex discrim­
ination, racism, or oppression to 
s peak  out and criticize against 
them. Even if I proposed a solu­
tion, who is to say it is better?

In conclusion, without speci­
fying how or why NNC is unique,
I find it quite easy to agree with 
Ron that NNC is Indeed a unique 
institution.

In response to Roy Mullen's 
contention that student govern­
ment does have real power, why 
is it that all those reforms in fact 
do not exist when the majority of 
the students favor them. Where 
would student government b e if

the school administration decided 
t h e y  no longer wanted student 
government to exist? Why is stu­
dent government's alliance with 
the larger social structure a nec- 
essity? I find i t  hard to believe 
t h i s  is a component of Charles 
Reich's consciousness ni that Roy 
so favorablyreviewedweeks ago. 
I still contend that student gov- 
e r n m e n t  is at most a lobbying 
force, but more probable in my 
opinion, mere tokexdsm.

In conclusion, I am indebted 
to both Ron and Roy for pointing 
out my seemingly poor assesment 
o f the average NNC student. In 
particular, for Roy's pointing out 
t o m e  a serious flaw I made in 
thinking that most students a re  
"niggers"when actually they are 
a minority. I believe student's 
rights i s a live issue and if it is 
really a issue at NNC it will con­
tinually be expressed if the Cru­
sader is truly a student paper.

pKsnses, it became apparent that 
a number o f students are basing 
t h e i r  opinions of either what 
KCRH used to  be, or what they 
have been told it is from some- 
one else. Remarks such as "the 
music is too heavy", or "why not 
publish a program schedule", or 
"broadcast ski and road repxjrts" 
tend to suppxjrt this observation.

In response I would pxjint out 
that over $200 has already been 
spent in purchasing contemp>or- 
ary albums featuring the Carp)en- 
ters, Glen Campbell, Engelbert 
Humperdink, and Bobby Golds­
boro to name a few; another $15 
each term says there already is 
a program guide published and 
distributed; and finally, a dollar 
each week in longdistance calls 
to Boise says we broadcast Bogus 
Basin ski reports a l m o s t  every 
day.

It was gratifying however to 
see that almost 40% of those who 
have FM radios listen at some­
time to KCRH.

To the students:
I must admit that I was rather 

surprised b y t h e petition which 
m a n y  of you signed concerning 
colored formal pictures of home- 
corn i n g and sweetheart courts. 
Since many of you did not realize 
justwhat youwere signing, Iwill 
attempt to make you understand:

Last fall, many of you visited 
my office to display your dissat­
isfaction over one thing or another 
i n last year's annual.

enough color; (2) not enough pa­
ges; and (3) too much on home­
coming court. So it was on these 
three points I decided to concen­
trate major changes. By the way, 
the reason there was less color and 
fewer pages in the l a s t  Oasis is

because the editor had to elimi­
nate a deficit which had accum­
ulated over the years.

Those of you who have done 
any ye arfjook work prob ably know 
the color procedure. But for those 
of you who have n o t —the  first 
c o l o r  picture on an eight-page 
flat runs close to $200. After that 
it depends on the position of the 
picture and the piiblishing com- 
pa ny  policy. In addition to the 
publishing cost is the cost of pro­
fessional sittings, colored film, 
and professional darkroom work. 
The way this year's book is laid 
out th e  publishing cost alone of 
of colored H o m e c o m i n g  and 
Sweetheart Court pictures would 
runbetween $850 and $900. This 
means either the size of the book 
would have to be cut or no color 
could b e run with the exception 
of the courts.

T he three major reasons for

Most openings are located 
in  Sw i t z e r l a n d  , Germ any  , 
France, England and Spain, but 
other jobs are available in other 
countries.

The r e  are  two programs 
through which students can work 
in Europe.
